We are very blessed in Australia that both major political parties are committed to the view 
that parents have the right to choose the kind of education that they want for their children 
and are committed to partially funding it. 
 

I believe that there is a case to be made for the view that all children of Australian tax pay-
ers should get the same basic per capita government funding and that it is really none of the 
Government’s business if parents want to spend their own money on buying additional edu-
cational services for their children. 
 

However, while we are a long way from realising this dream, it is good to know that both 
parties will  continue the current system of funding for non-government schools. 
 

The details of the major parties’ educational policies are yet to be announced.  While we are 
grateful for government financial assistance (most recently for our wonderful Middle School 
play equipment and the promise of band instruments for our superb student musicians, 
through the Government’s Investing in our Schools Programme) there are significant 
educational issues that we need to bring to the attention of politicians on both sides of the 
political divide.  We all have a part to play through being informed, praying, writing and per-
haps even talking to our political representatives.  At this time of the year, you will have 
their interest and attention!

SOME TIPS FOR WRITING LETTERS TO PARLIAMENTARIANS 
 

• Keep your letter brief – one page maximum 

• Handwritten letters are just as good as typed ones 

• Use the opening paragraph to introduce your key concern(s), then use clear, relevant 
and concise information to support your case 

• Use a concluding paragraph that calls for a specific action or asks one or two questions 
only 

• Sign the letter in your usual signature and print your name, address, fax number, work 
and home phone numbers 

• Let the recipient know that you are looking forward to their response and keep a copy 
of your letter 

• Address MPs as Mr/Mrs/Ms Full Name, MP and Senators as Senator Surname (unless a 
current or former minister in which case:  The Hon. Full Name, MP or Senator, the Hon. 
Surname) 

• If you do not receive a reply to your letter, call the Parliamentarian’s office and ask for 
one.

Ask them to contact the Leader of the Opposition and Opposition Spokesman on Education (Stephen Smith) about your con-
cerns.
